Unit receiving considerations

PX500 family units are mounted to a wooden pallet for shipment and proper planning should be made for their movement to the installation location.  Movement of the unit on a pallet must be done using a proper pallet jack or lifting device as damage may occur otherwise.  The unit should only be removed from its shipping container at or near the actual installation location.

Rack Installation Requirements

	Depth

The PX500 Series library mounted in a rack requires a minimum depth of 27 in. (69 cm) and a maximum depth of 36 in. (91 cm) between the front and back mounting rails.  Optimum rail to rail depth for the entire PX500 family is 31 in

· PX502 - 4U (6.75 in./17 cm) of vertical rack space per enclosure

· PX506 - 10U (17.25 in./44 cm) of vertical rack space per enclosure

· PX510 - requires 18U min, 31.5 in. (80 cm) of vertical rack space per enclosure

	Weight

· PX502 - weighs 65 lbs (29 kg) with 2 drives, 2 magazines, and 0 tape cartridges

· PX506 - weighs 202lbs (92 kg) with 6 drives, 4 magazines, and 0 tape cartridges

· PX510 - weighs 334 lbs (152 kg) with 10 drives, 10 magazines, and 0 tape cartridges
